Artista visual e educador, Otavio Zani desenvolve sua pesquisa a partir dos desdobramentos da linguagem gréfica
(desenho, gravura e monotipia) em um processo experimental que integra técnica, intuicdo e gestualidade.

Sua producdo recente investiga afetivamente a memdria por meio de impressdes e colagens de superficies
encontradas, como pisos, janelas e pedacos de madeira. Nessas obras, relacoes simbdlicas e matéricas se
entrelacam, revelando camadas sensiveis e multiplas dimensdes entre o gesto e o suporte. Os limites entre
gravura, monotipia e desenho se dissolvem em processos abertos e exploratérios.

Entre 2005 e 2008, integrou o coletivo Atelié Espaco Coringa e, de 2016 a 2021, participou do Atelié Fidalga. Exp0s
em diversas instituicdes no Brasil e no exterior, com destaque para as individuais Impalpable (Centre de Diffusion
Presse Papier), Canadd, 2023 e Pertencimento(Casa Galeria),2022.

Formado em Ciéncias Sociais pela USP, possui ampla experiéncia em projetos artistico-pedagdgicos. Atuou na
coordenacdo do Educativo da 302 Bienal de Sdo Paulo e ministrou cursos em institui¢des como o Instituto Tomie
Ohtake e o SESC.

Visual artist and educator, Otavio Zani develops his research through the unfolding of graphic language (drawing, printmaking, and monotype) within an
experimental process that integrates technique, intuition, and gestural practice.

His recent production engages affectively with memory through impressions and collages of found surfaces—such as floors, windows, and pieces of wood. In
these works, symbolic and material relationships intertwine, revealing sensitive layers and multiple dimensions between gesture and support. The boundaries
between printmaking, monotype, and drawing dissolve into open, exploratory processes.

Between 2005 and 2008, he was part of the collective Atelié Espaco Coringa, and from 2016 to 2021 he participated in Atelié Fidalga. He has exhibited in
various institutions in Brazil and abroad, with highlights including the solo exhibitions Impalpable (Centre de Diffusion Presse Papier), Canada, 2023, and
Pertencimento (Casa Galeria), 2022.

He holds a degree in Social Sciences from the University of Sdo Paulo (USP) and has extensive experience in artistic-pedagogical projects. He worked as
coordinator of the Education Program of the 30th S3o Paulo Biennial and has taught courses at institutions such as Instituto Tomie Ohtake and SESC.
